Is my data secure?

The healthcare information exchange
networks do not store any of your
health/clinical data and uses end-to-end
encryption to help ensure your data is secured

when sending or receiving data.

How does this help me?

® Participating health care practitioners can
access your health record.

® Reduces time spent tracking down your
health information providing you faster,
better care.

® When enrolled, if you are unable to
provide health data, such as in an
emergency, your care team may locate it
immediately.
